I. ATTENDANCE

Leave of more than two days a formal application is required is to be
sent to school principal and class teacher or can be communicated
on PT Communication through Cloud 9.

It is to be noted that the students of Classes X and XII are eligible
to appear for the CBSE Board examination only if they have the
requisite attendance as per the CBSE Examination Bye-Laws
www.cbse.nic.in. available on the CBSE website.

II. FEE

The School follows a monthly billing cycle.

Fee bills are uploaded on the Parent Portal on the 1st of every month.

Details of last date of payment of fees without fine, are mentioned in
the fee bill.

Fee is required to be paid for all the twelve months of the year.
School fees will either be accepted through online payment (Net
Banking, Paytm etc.) or by Cheque/Bank Draft at school fee counter.
